The draft LBAP for Brighton and Hove: Issues for Discussion

1. Responsibilities: How do you think the different groups and organisations in Brighton and Hove should contribute to achieving the actions set out in the BAP? Key groups might include local Friends groups, householders, the Brighton and Hove Strategic Partnership, the City Sustainability Partnership and Brighton and Hove City Council and there are probably many more!

Each habitat and species chapter includes a work programme with actions proposed for different groups and organisations. Are there others which should be included and if so, where?  
2. Delivering the strategy: What processes need to be put in place and by who to ensure the action plan will happen?

3. Measuring Progress/Reporting: Most of the species and habitat work programmes include proposals for monitoring different aspects of the natural environment, but how should progress with the BAP be measured and reported on?
4. Key Principles: Are the key principles for the BAP (see pages 3 & 4) right? How might they be improved?
5. Implementing the Key Principles: Do the detailed habitat and species action plans properly reflect the key principles? Are they sufficient to meet the eleven objectives? How might the BAP be improved?
